The Purpose of the LSP
The LSP has a number of clinical and data purposes:

· To profile service population characteristics, including individual parent, child, caseload or caseload sub-set

· To document baseline characteristics and quantify sequential change by comparison of baseline scores with ongoing or closure “target range” data

· To see client movement into “target range” scores which define adequate to optimal skills for parent &/or child

· To identify parent and child strengths, needs/blind spots, progress, regression and goals for thoughtful collaborative planning

· To compare service populations enrolled in different programs within an agency, visitation or health system, community, state or nation

· To demonstrate long-term outcomes, accounting for variables such as service dose which may include months of service, number of visits, types of staff or service curriculum and intervention models

· To provide a case summary (Cumulative Score Sheet) for reflective supervision and intervention planning for a family

· To identify life skill categories and types of clients showing the most and least progress, and inform programs regarding how to improved interventions or education materials

· To support outcome data analysis using multiple psychosocial and health related variables; functional health literacy is one example

· To provide data and perspective for program improvement, funding, community planning and training
